Note 1    Summary of significant accounting policies

The principal accounting policies adopted in the preparation of the financial report are set out below.
These policies have been consistently applied to all the years presented, unless otherwise stated.

(a) Basis of preparation

This general purpose financial report has been prepared in accordance with Australian equivalents to
International Financial Reporting Standards (AIFRSs), other authoritative pronouncements of the Australian
Accounting Standards Board, Urgent Issues Group Interpretations, the Local Government Act (1993) and
Regulations and the Local Government Code of Accounting Practice and Financial Reporting.

Compliance with IFRSs
Australian Accounting Standards include Australian equivalents to International Financial Reporting 
Standards. Compliance with AIFRSs ensures that the financial statements and notes of Maitland City Council
comply with the International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRSs).

Application of AASB 1 First-Time Adoption of Australian Equivalents to International Financial Reporting
Standards
These financial statements are the first Maitland City Council financial statements to be prepared in
accordance with AIFRS. AASB 1 First-time Adoption of Australian Equivalents to International Financial
Reporting Standards has been applied in preparing these financial statements.

Financial statements of Maitland City Council until 30 June 2005 had been prepared in accordance with
previous Australian Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (AGAAP). AGAAP differs in certain respects
from AIFRS. When preparing Maitland City Council 2006 financial statements, management has amended
certain accounting, valuation and consolidation methods applied in the AGAAP financial statements to comply
with AIFRS. With the exception of the financial instruments, the comparative figures in respect of 2005 were 
restated to reflect these adjustments. Council has taken the exemption available under AASB 1 to only 
apply AASB 132 and AASB 139 from 1 January 2005.

Reconciliations and descriptions of the effect of transition from previous AGAAP to AIFRSs on the Council's
equity and its net income are given in Note 21.

Maitland City Council is required to comply with AAS 27 Financial Reporting by Local Government, and
where AAS 27 conflicts with AIFRS, the requirements of  AAS 27 have been applied. Where AAS 27 makes 
reference to another Australian accounting standard, the new Australian IFRS equivalent standards will
apply. The specific 'not for profit' reporting requirements also apply.

Historical cost convention
These financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention, as modified by the
revaluation of available-for-sale financial assets, financial assets and liabilities at fair value through profit or
loss, certain classes of property, plant and equipment and investment property.

Critical accounting estimates
The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with AIFRS requires the use of certain critical
accounting estimates. It also requires management to exercise its judgement in the process of applying the
Council's accounting policies.

(b) Revenue recognition

Revenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable. Revenue is measured
on major income categories as follows:

Rates, annual charges, grants and contributions
Rates, annual charges, grants and contributions (including developer contributions) are recognised as
revenues when the Council obtains control over the assets comprising these receipts. Developer

(b) Revenue recognition (continued)

contributions may only be expended for the purposes for which the contributions were required but the 
Council may apply contributions according to the priorities established in work schedules.

Control over assets acquired from rates and annual charges is obtained at the commencement of the rating
year as it is an enforceable debt linked to the rateable property or, where earlier, upon receipt of the rates.

A provision for doubtful debts on rates has not been established as unpaid rates represent a charge 
against the rateable property that will be recovered with the property is next sold.

Control over granted assets is normally obtained upon their receipt (or acquittal) or upon earlier notification
that a grant has been secured, and is valued at their fair value at the date of transfer.

Income is recognised when the Council obtains control of the contribution or right to received the
contribution, it is probable that the economic benefits comprising the contribution will flow to the Council
and the amount of the contribution can be measured reliably.

Where grants or contributions recognised as revenues during the financial year were obtained on condition
that they be expended in a particular manner or used over a particular period and those conditions were
undischarged at balance date, the unused grant or contribution as disclosed in Note 3(g). The note also
discloses the amount of unused grant or contribution from prior years that was expended on Council's
operations during the current year.

A liability is recognised in respect of revenue that is reciprocal in nature to the extent that the requisite 
service has not been provided at balance date.

User charges and fees
User charges and fees (including parking fees and fines) are recognised as revenue when the service has
been provided, the payment is received, or when the penalty has been applied, whichever first occurs.

A provision for doubtful debt is recognised when collection in full is no longer probable.

Sale of plant, property, infrastructure and equipment
The profit or loss on sale of an asset is determined when the control of the asset has irrevocably passed to
the buyer.

Interest and rents
Interest and rents are recognised as revenue on a proportional basis when the payment is due, the value
of the payment is notified, or the payment is received, whichever first occurs.

(c) Principles of consolidation

(i) The Consolidated Fund
In accordance with the provisions of Section 409(1) of the LGA 1993, all money and property received
by Council is held in the Council's Consolidated Fund unless it is required to be held in the Council's Trust
Fund. The consolidated fund and other entities through which the Council controls resources to carry on
its functions have been included in the financial statements forming part of this report.

The following entities have been included as part of the Consolidated Fund:

Note:  Where actual figures are not known, best estimates have been applied.

(i) The Trust Fund
In accordance with the provisions of Section 411 of the Local Government Act 1993 (as amended), a
separate and distinct Trust Fund is maintained to account for all money and property received by the 
Council in trust which must be applied only for the purposes of or in accordance with the trusts relating to
those monies. Trust monies and property subject to Council's control have been included in these reports.

Trust monies and property held by Council but not subject to control of Council, have been excluded
from these reports. A separate statement of monies held in the Trust Fund is available for inspection at 
the Council office by any person free of charge.

(iii) Joint venture entities
Council has an 11.545% interest in Hunter Councils Limited, along with other Member Councils of Hunter
Councils. The activities of this organisation are not controlled by any one Council.

Hunter Councils Limited has been established to improve the quality and efficiency of local government
service throughout the Hunter Region. One such service is the establishment and provision of a Record
Repository Centre for the use of the Member Councils and to outsource this service to other organisations.

This Organisation was established in January 2003 after receiving Minister's consent, pursuant to
Section 358(1)(a) of the Local Government Act 1993 (as amended).  Details about the joint venture
are set out in Note 19.

(d) Leases

Leases in which a significant portion of the risks and rewards of ownership are retained by the lessor are
classified as operating leases. Payments made under operating leases (net of any incentives received 
from the lessor) are charged to the income statement on a straight-line basis over the period of the lease.

Lease income from operating leases is recognised in income on a straight-line basis over the lease term.

(e) Acquisition of assets

The purchase method of accounting is used to account for all acquisitions of assets. Cost is measured as 
the fair value of the assets given, plus costs directly attributable to the acquisition.

(j) Non-current assets held for sale

Non-current assets are classified as held for sale and stated at the lower of their carrying amount
and fair value less costs to sell if their carrying amount will be recovered principally through a sale
transaction rather than through continuing use. The exception to this is plant and motor vehicles
which are turned over on a regular basis - these are retained in property, plant and equipment.

An impairment loss is recognised for any initial or subsequent write down of the asset to fair value 
less costs to sell. A gain is recognised for any subsequent increases in fair value less costs to sell of
an asset, but not in excess of any cumulative impairment loss previously recognised. A gain or loss
not previously recognised by the date of the sale of the non-current asset is recognised at the date
of derecognition.

Non-current assets are not depreciated or amortised while they are classified as held for sale.

Non-current assets classified as held for sale are presently separately from the other assets in the
balance sheet.

(k) Investments and other financial assets

From 1 July 2004 to 30 June 2005
Council has taken the exemption available under AASB 1 to apply AASB 132 and AASB 139 only
from 1 July 2005. Council has applied previous AGAAP to the comparative information on financial 
instruments within the scope of AASB 132 and AASB 139.

Adjustments on transition date: 1 July 2005
The nature of the main adjustments to make this information comply with AASB 132 and AASB 139
are that, with the exception of held-to-maturity investments and loans and receivables which are
measured at amortised cost (refer below), fair value is the measurement basis. Fair value is inclusive
of transaction costs. Changes in fair value are either taken to the income statement or an equity
reserve (refer below). At the date of transition (1 July 2005) changes to carrying amounts are taken 
to retained earnings or reserves.

From 1 July 2005
Council classifies its investments in the following categories: financial assets at fair value through
profit or loss, loans and receivables, held-to-maturity investments, and available-for-sale financial
assets. The classification depends on the purpose for which the investments were acquired.
Management determines the classification of its investments at initial recognition and re-evaluates
this designation at each reporting date.

(i) Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss
This category has two sub-categories: financial assets held for trading, and those designated at
fair value through profit or loss on initial recognition. A financial asset is classified in this category if
acquired principally for the purpose for selling in the short term or if so designated by management.
The policy of management is to designate a financial asset if there exists the possibility it will be
sold in the short term and asset is subject to frequent changes in fair value. Assets in this category
are classified as current assets if they are either held for trading or are expected to be realised within
12 months of the balance sheet date.

(k)   Investments and other financial assets (continued)

(ii) Loans and receivables
Loans and receivables are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments that are not
quoted in an active market. They arise when the Council provides money, goods or services directly to a
debtor with no intention of selling the receivable. They are included in current assets, except for those with
maturities greater than 12 months after the balance sheet date which are classified as non-current assets.
Loans and receivables are included in receivables in the balance sheet.

(iii) Held-to-maturity investments
Held-to-maturity investments are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments and
fixed maturities that the Council's management has the positive intention and ability to hold to maturity.

(iv) Available-for-sale financial assets
Available-for-sale financial assets are non-derivatives that are either designated in this category or not
classified in any of the other categories. They are included in non-current assets unless management 
intends to dispose of the investment within 12 months of the balance sheet date.

Purchases and sales of investments are recognised on trade-date - the date on which the Council commits
to purchase or sell the asset. Investments are initially recognised at fair value plus transaction costs for all
financial assets not carried at fair value through profit or loss. Financial assets are derecognised when the 
rights to receive cash flows from the financial assets have expired or have been transferred and the Council
has transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership. 

Available-for-sale financial assets and financial assets at fair value through profit and loss are subsequently
carried at fair value. Loans and receivables and held-to-maturity investments are carried at amortised cost
using the effective interest method. Realised and unrealised gains and losses arising from changes in the 
fair value of the financial assets at fair value through profit and loss category are included in the income
statement in the period in which they arise. Unrealised gains and losses arising from changes in the fair
value of non monetary securities classified as available-for-sale are recognised in equity in the 
available-for-sale investments revaluation reserve. When securities classified as available-for-sale are sold 
or impaired, the accumulated fair value adjustments are included in the income statement as gains and 
losses from investment securities.

The fair values of quoted investments are based on current bid prices. If the market for a financial asset is
not active (and for unlisted securities), the Council establishes fair value by using valuation techniques. 
These include reference to the fair values of recent arm's length transactions, involving the same 
instruments or other instruments that are substantially the same, discounted cash flow analysis, and option
pricing models refined to reflect the issuer's specific circumstances.

Council assesses at each balance date whether there is objective evidence that a financial asset or group
of financial assets is impaired. In the case of equity securities classified as available-for-sale, a significant or
prolonged decline in the fair value of a security below its cost is considered in determining whether the 
security is impaired. If any such evidence exists for available-for-sale financial assets, the cumulative loss -
measured as the difference between the acquisition cost and the current fair value, less any impairment loss
on that financial asset previously recognised in profit and loss - is removed from equity and recognised in the
income statement. Impairment losses recognised in the income statement on equity instruments are not 
reversed through the income statement.

Council has an approved investment policy complying with Section 625 of the Local Government Act.
Investments are placed and managed in accordance with that policy and having particular regard to 
authorised investments prescribed under the Local Government Investment Order.

(l)   Fair value estimation

The fair value of financial assets and financial liabilities must be estimated for recognition and measurement
or for disclosure purposes.

The fair value of financial instruments traded in active markets is based on quote market prices at the
balance sheet date.

The fair value of financial instruments that are not traded in an active market is determined using valuation
techniques. Council uses a variety of methods and makes assumptions that are based on market conditions
existing at each balance date. Quoted market prices or dealer quotes for similar instruments are used for
long-term debt instruments held. Other techniques, such as estimated discounted cash flows, are used to
determine fair value for the remaining financial instruments.

The nominal value less estimated credit adjustments of trade receivables and payables are assumed to
approximate their fair values. The fair value of financial liabilities for disclosure purposes is estimated by
discounting the future contractual cash flows at the current market interest rate that is available to the 
Council for similar financial instruments.

(m)   Infrastructure, property, plant and equipment

All infrastructure, property, plant and equipment [except for investment properties - refer Note 1(n)] is stated
at cost (or deemed cost) less depreciation. Cost includes expenditure that is directly attributable to the 
acquisition of the items.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset's carrying amount or recognised as a separate asset, as 
appropriate, only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow to 
Council and the cost of the item can be measured reliably. All the other repairs and maintenance are charged
to the income statement during the financial period in which they are incurred.

Land is not depreciated. Depreciation on other assets is calculated using the straight line method to allocate
their cost, net of their residual values, over their estimated useful lives, as follows:

The assets' residual values and useful lives are reviewed, and adjusted if appropriate, at each balance sheet
date.

An asset's carry amount is written down immediately to its recoverable amount if the asset's carrying amount is
greater than its estimated recoverable amount.

Gains and losses on disposals are determined by comparing proceeds with carrying amount. These are 
included in the income statement.

(n) Investment property

Investment property, principally comprising freehold office buildings, is held for long-term rental yields and is
not occupied by the Council. Investment property is carried at fair value, representing open-market value
determining annually by external valuers. Changes in fair values are recorded in the income statement as part
of other income.  Council had no investment property at the balance sheet date.

(o) Payables

These amounts represent liabilities for goods and services provided to the Council prior to the end of financial
year which are unpaid. The amounts are unsecured and are usually paid within 30 days of recognition.

(p) Borrowings

Borrowings are initially recognised at fair value, net of transaction costs incurred. Borrowings are
subsequently measured at amortised cost. Any difference between the proceeds (net of transaction costs) 
and the redemption amount is recognised in the income statement over the period of the borrowings using the
effective interest method. 

Borrowings are classified as current liabilities unless the Council has an unconditional right to defer settlement
of the liability for at least 12 months after the balance sheet date.

(q) Borrowing costs

Borrowing costs incurred for the construction of any qualifying asset are capitalised during the period of time
that is required to complete and prepare the asset for its intended use or sale. Other borrowing costs are 
expensed.

The capitalisation rate used to determine the amount of borrowing costs to be capitalised is the weighted
average interest rate applicable to the Council's outstanding borrowing during the year.

(r') Provisions

Provisions for legal claims and service warranties are recognised when: the Council has a present legal or
constructive obligation as a result of past events; it is more likely than not that an outflow of resources will be
required to settle the obligation; and the amount has been reliably estimated. Provisions are not recognised 
for future operating losses.

Where there are a number of similar obligations, the likelihood that an outflow will be required in settlement
is determined by considering the class of obligations as a whole. A provision is recognised even if the 
likelihood of an outflow with respect to any one item included in the same class of obligations may be small.

(s) Employee benefits

(i) Wages and salaries, annual leave and sick leave
Liabilities for wages and salaries, including non-monetary benefits, annual leave and accumulating sick leave
expected to be settled within 12 months of the reporting date are recognised in the provision for employee
benefits in respect of employees' services up to the reporting date and are measured at the amounts 
expected to be paid when the liabilities are settled. Liabilities for non-accumulating sick leave are recognised
when the leave is taken and measured at the rates paid or payable.

(ii) Long service leave
The liability for long service leave is recognised in the provision for employee benefits and measured as the 
present value of expected future payments to be made in respect of services provided by employees up to
the reporting date using the projected unit credit method. Consideration is given to expected future wage and

(s) Employee benefits (continued)

salary levels, experience of employee departures and periods of service. Expected future payments are 
discounted using market yields at the reporting date on national government bonds with terms to maturity and
currency that match as closely as possible, the estimated future cash outflows. Where Council does not have
the unconditional right to defer settlement beyond 12 months, the liability is recognised as a current liability. 

(iii) Retirement benefit obligations
All employees of the Council are entitled to benefits on retirement, disability or death. Council contributes to
various defined benefit plans and defined contribution plans on behalf of its employees.

A liability or asset in respect of defined benefit superannuation plans would ordinarily be recognised in the
balance sheet, and measured as the present value of the defined benefit obligation at the reporting date plus
unrecognised actuarial gains (less unrecognised actuarial losses) less the fair value of the superannuation
fund's assets at that date and any unrecognised past service cost. The present value of the defined benefit
obligation is based on expected future payments which arise from membership of the fund to the reporting 
date, calculated annually by independent actuaries using the projected unit credit method. Consideration is
given to expected future wage and salary levels, experience of employee departures and periods of service.
However, when this information is not reliably available, Council accounts for its obligations to defined benefit
plans on the same basis as its obligations to defined contribution plans (see below). The Local Government
Superannuation Scheme has advised that it is unable to provide individual councils with an accurate split of
their share of the Scheme's assets and liabilities and so no asset or liability is recognised.

The Local Government Superannuation Scheme - Pool B (the Scheme) is a defined benefit plan that has
been deemed to be a "multi-employer fund" for purposes of AASB 119.  Sufficient information is not
available to account for the Scheme as a defined benefit plan because the assets to the Scheme are
pooled together for all Councils.  The amount of employer contributions recognised as an expense for the
year ending 30 June2006 was $288,497.  The last valuation of the Scheme was performed by Mr Martin
Stevenson BSc, FIA, FIAA on 18 March 2004 and covers the period ended 30 June 2003.  This valuation
found that the Scheme's assets were $2,453.7 million and its past service liabilities $2,251.7 million, giving
it a surplus of $202.0 million.  The existence of this surplus has resulted in Councils contributing in 2005/06
at half the normal level of contributions.  The financial position is monitored annually.

Contributions to defined contribution plans are recognised as an expense as they become payable. Prepaid
contributions are recognised as an asset to the extent that a cash refund or a reduction in the future 
payments is available.

(t) Rounding of amounts

Unless otherwise indicated, amounts in the financial report have been rounded off to the nearest thousand
dollars.

(u) Land under roads
Council has elected not to recognise land under roads in accordance with the deferral arrangements
available under AASB 1045.

(v) Provisions for close down and restoration and for environmental clean up costs - Tips
and quarries

Close down and restoration costs include the dismantling and demolition of infrastructure and the removal of
residual materials and remediation of disturbed areas. Estimated close down and restoration costs are 
provided for in the accounting period when the obligation arising from the related disturbance occurs, 
whether this occurs during the development or during the operation phase, based on the net present value of

(v) Provisions for close down and restoration and for environmental clean up costs - Tips
and quarries (continued)

estimated future costs. Provisions for close down and restoration costs do not include any additional 
obligations which are expected to arise from future disturbance. The costs are estimated on the basis of a 
closure plan. The cost estimates are calculated annually during the life of the operation to reflect known
developments, eg updated cost estimates and revisions to the estimated lives of operations, and are subject
to formal review at regular intervals.

Close down and restoration costs are a normal consequence of tip and quarry operations, and the majority of
close down and restoration expenditure is incurred at the end of the life of the operations. Although the 
ultimate cost to be incurred is uncertain, Council estimates the respective costs based on feasibility and
engineering studies using current restoration standards and techniques.

The amortisation or 'unwinding' of the discount applied in establishing the net present value of the provisions 
is charged to the income statement in each accounting period. The amortisation of the discount is shown as
a borrowing cost. 

Other movements in the provisions for close down and restoration costs, including those resulting from new
disturbance, updated cost estimates, changes to the estimated lives of operations and revisions to discount
rates are capitalised within property, plant and equipment. These costs are then depreciated over the lives of
the assets to which they relate.

Where rehabilitation is conducted systematically over the life of the operation, rather than at the time of
closure, provision is made for the estimated outstanding continuous rehabilitation work at each balance sheet
date and the cost is charged to the income statement.

Provision is made for the estimated present value of the costs of environmental clean up obligations
outstanding at the balance sheet date. These costs are charged to the income statement. Movements in the
environmental clean up provisions are presented as an operating cost, except for the unwind of the discount
which is shown as a borrowing cost. Remediation procedures generally commence soon after the time the 
damage, remediation process and estimated remediation costs become known, but may continue for many
years depending on the nature of the disturbance and the remediation techniques.

As noted above, the ultimate cost of environmental remediation is uncertain and cost estimates can vary in
response to many factors including changes to the relevant legal requirements, the emergence of new 
restoration techniques or experience at other locations. The expected timing of expenditure can also change,
for example in response to changes in quarry reserves or production rates. As a result there could be 
significant adjustments to the provision for close down and restoration and environmental clean up, which 
would affect future financial results. 

(w) Allocation between current and non-current

In the determination of whether an asset or liability is current or non-current, consideration is given to the time
when each asset or liability is expected to be settled. The asset or liability is classified as current if it is 
expected to be settled within the next 12 months, being the Council's operational cycle. In the case of
liabilities where Council does not have the unconditional right to defer settlement beyond 12 months, such as
vested long service leave, the liability is classified as current even if not expected to be settled within the next
12 months. Inventories held for trading are classified as current even if not expected to be realised within the 
next 12 months.

(x) New accounting standards and UIG interpretations

therefore apply UIG 4 on the basis of facts and circumstances that existed as of 1 July 2006. Implementation
of UIG 4 is not expected to change the accounting for any of Council's current arrangements.

(ii) UIG 5 Rights to Interests arising from Decommissioning, Restoration and Environmental Rehabilitation
Funds

Council does not have interests in decommissioning, restoration and environmental rehabilitation funds. This
interpretation will not affect the Council's financial statements.

(iii) AASB 2005-9 Amendments to Australian Accounting Standards [AASB 4, AASB 1023, AASB 139 &
AASB 132]

AASB 2005-9 is applicable to annual reporting periods beginning on or after 1 January 2006. The 
amendments relate to the accounting for financial guarantee contracts. Council has not entered into any
financial guarantee contracts and there will be no effect on the Council's financial statements.

(iv) AASB 7 Financial Instruments; Disclosures and AASB 2005-10 Amendments to Australian Accounting
Standards [AASB 132, AASB 101, AASB 114, AASB 117, AASB 133, AASB 139, AASB 1, AASB 4,
AASB 1023 & AASB 1038]

AASB 7 and AASB 2005-10 are applicable to annual reporting periods beginning on or after 1 January 2007.
The Council has not adopted the standards early. Application of the standards will not affect any of the 
amounts recognised in the financial statements, but will impact the type of information disclosed in the 
financial instruments. 

(v) UIG 6 Liabilities arising from Participating in a Specific Market - Waste Electrical and Electronic

UIG 6 is applicable to annual reporting periods beginning on or after 1 December 2006. Council has not sold
any electronic or electrical equipment on the European market and has not incurred any associated liabilities.
This interpretation will not affect the Council's financial statements.

AASB 2005-6 is applicable to annual reporting periods ending on or after 31 December 2006. The 
amendment relates to monetary items that form part of a reporting entity's net investment in a foreign 
operation.

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Note 16    Material budget variations

Council's original budget was incorporated as part of the Management Plan adopted by the Council
on 14th June 2005.  The original projections on which the budget was based have been affected by a 
number of factors.  These include State and Federal Government decisions including new grant programs,
changing economic activity, the weather, and decisions made by the Council.  Material variations of more
than 10% are explored below:

Revenues

1. User charges and fees

Actual amounts of user charges and fees received were up on budget by $1.2 million (20%).
Development services income, including development application fees, principle certifying authority
compliance inspection fees and rezoning application fees were down on budget by $341K
due to a slow down in building activity in the city.  This impacted on tipping fees, which were also
down on budget by $226K.  The fees received for maintenance work done by Council on RTA
controlled roads exceeded budget by $1.8 million as the RTA maintenance program was not finalised
until after Council's budget was prepared.

2. Interest and investment revenue

Actual amounts of interest and investment revenue received were up on budget by $312K (21%).
Interest received on overdue rates and annual charges exceeded budget by $83K.  Further, a
number of projects that were funded by section 94 developer contributions were not completed
during 2005/06, resulting in additional funds being available for investment.  Interest on section 94
developer contributions exceeded budget by $187K, all of which has been transferred to a restricted
asset, in accordance with section 94 legislation.

3. Other revenues

The actual amount of other revenues received was up on budget by $770K (101%).
Revenue from fines exceeded budget by $61K due to a concerted effort to enforce parking
regulations in the city and also additional animal impounding fees received.  Council received
prior year premium adjustments for workers compensation of $333K and insurance of $25K which
could not be determined prior to setting the budget.  Rental income was up on budget by $75K
due mainly to increased patronage of a number of Council's community halls and function hire
facilities.  Council received $159K for compensatory habitat works which were not budgeted for
whilst art gallery income exceeded budget by $52K due to a number of program initiatives being
implemented in 2005/06.

4. Grants and contributions provided for operating purposes

Actual grants and contributions received were over budget by $678K (12%).  Grants and
contributions were received for a number of projects, totaling $319K, that were not budgeted
for, including: Lochinvar structure plan ($40K), Maitland CBD structure plan ($75K), NSW veterans
brokerage project ($36K), greening plan ($43K) and worker traineeships and OHS projects ($55K).
A number of projects received grants in excess of budgeted amounts during the year, including:
noxious weeds ($20K), library per capita subsidy ($37K) and various art gallery projects ($158K).
The financial assistance grant was above budget by $231K whilst the pensioner rebate subsidy
received was below budget by $62K.  There was also a variation in the actual amount of grants
and contributions received for maintenance work done by Council on Council controlled roads, due
to changes to the RTA approved maintenance program.  Actual contributions received exceeded
budget by $17K.  Increases were identified in Council's quarterly budget review process.

5. Grants and contributions provided for capital purposes

Actual capital grants and contributions received were over budget by $5.0 million (115%).
Development contributions (not s.94) were received for roadworks, drainage and land that were not
budgeted for, totaling $3.8 million.  Grants and contributions were received for a number of projects,
totaling $2.3 million that were not budgeted for, including: Hunter Valley steam park ($1 million),
bushfire equipment ($448K) and contributions to the art gallery permanent collection ($783K). Council
also received a supplementary grant for the Roads to Recovery program totaling $474K that was not
budgeted for.  Section 94 developer contributions received were below budget by $1.6 million, due to
a slow down in development activity in the Maitland local government area.

6. Net gain (or loss) from disposal of assets

Council's estimated loss from disposal of assets for the year of $5K was a nominal amount to
cover miscellaneous property disposal costs.  Council actually made a  profit of $603K, being
over budget by $608K (12,160%).
A gain of $109K was made on the disposal of property, relating to the sale of surplus land held
by Council.  All proceeds from the sale of property are transferred to the Economic Development
Reserve.  A gain of $202K was made on the disposal of plant and equipment resulting mainly from
the trade in prices received on a number of items of plant, having written down values of nil.  Also,
a gain of $292K was made on the disposal of financial assets held for resale which was not budgeted
for.  This gain arose from the application of IFRS standards, the impact of which was unknown at the 
time of setting the budget.

Expenses

1. Borrowing costs

Borrowing costs exceeded budget by $164K (27%) due mainly to recognising an amount of $198K
for amortisation of discounts and premiums for remediation at Council's tip, which was not budgeted
for.  This amount arose from the application of IFRS standards, the impact of which was unknown at
the time of setting the budget.

2. Depreciation, amortisation and impairment

Depreciation, amortisation and impairment costs exceeded budget by $1.0 million (17%) due mainly
to recognising an amount of $445K for depreciation of Council's tip asset.  This amount arose from
the application of IFRS standards, the impact of which was unknown at the time of setting the budget.

3 Materials and contracts

Actual amounts of materials and contracts were over budget by $3.7M (43%).
RTA funded maintenance works exceeded budget by $1.1 million as Councils budget was prepared
prior to the RTA program being finalised. Similarly, expenditure on other funded projects exceeded
budget by $661K and is detailed above in the revenue variations.  Carry over projects from
2004/05 totalling $1.6 million are included in the expenditure, however as the projects were carried
over, there was no corresponding original budget figure for 2005/06.  Further, votes were increased
by $323K for projects identified as part of Council's quarterly budget review process.
